HRRARC Web Site - Registration Process
Click on Members Area within the site navigation and then click on ‘Register’. 

Complete all of the blank (white) boxes on the form and give your full Name, Username, Password and a valid Email address. Note: We advise you to use your Call Sign as your Username if possible. However this is an optional choice as your permitted to use an alternative Username if you so wish.

Once you’ve completed the form please click the Register button once only.

As an example the following web page and text will then be displayed:

Account registration was successful!

A confirmation email has been sent to myname@hotmail.com  (example only)

You should receive this email shortly.

Please check the email for details on the next step in activating your account.

Next, please check your email inbox for a HRRARC Confirmation email. Read the email and follow the instructions given in it, and then click on the link within the email. Note the email may take a number of minutes to arrive in your inbox, so please be patient. 
Note: If you don’t receive the email within 15 minutes then also please check any Spam folders or Junk mail folders, just case it’s gone there.

A typical email will read as follows:

Dear Someone,

In order to confirm your membership please click on the following link:

http://www.hrrarc.com/MembersArea/confirm.php123.xx.xxxxxx  (example only – so hence broken link)

You must confirm your email address or your account will not be approved.

After you have confirmed your email address with this link a message will be sent to our site administrator who will activate your account as soon as possible.

Thank you for joining HRRARC 


Upon clicking on the link and confirming your email address the following ‘Confirmation web page’ will be displayed on the site:

Congratulations!  You just confirmed your membership!

The site administrator has been emailed and will activate your account as soon as possible
Once the administrator has activated your account, you’ll then finally receive an email confirming your membership to the site as having been activated. A typical email will read as follows:

Hello Someone
 
Your account has now been activated.
 
Please go to the HRRARC web site to log in. http://www.hrrarc.com/MembersArea/login.php
Lost Password

If you’ve forgotten your password you have the option of resetting your password.

On the member’s login page just click on the ‘Lost Password’ link and then enter your email address. The email address you enter must be the same one as used when you initially registered your details with us.

A typical email will read as follows:


Dear ????, 

Someone (presumably you), has requested a password reset. We have generated a new password for you to access our website: 6qYlMw26 (example password only)
To confirm this change and activate your new password please follow this link to our website:

http://www.hrrarc.com/MembersArea/confirm_password.php?ID=60&new=6qYlMvwN
Don't forget to update your profile after logging in and create a new more memorable password. 

If you did not initiate this request, simply disregard this email, and we're sorry for bothering you. 

Highlight the generated password only and copy it (CTRL+C on keyboard). Then click on the link within the email and a new Browser window will open and display the following text at the login area:

Your new password has been confirmed. You may now log in using it.

At the login page enter your Username as previously set up by you during the initial registration process, and then click in the password blank (white) box. Finally paste (CTRL+V) on keyboard) the new password from the email you’ve received into the white box, and click the ‘Login’ button.

You should now be able to successfully log in to the members area.

Once you’re in the member’s area perhaps it might be a good idea to immediately now change your password to something more memorable. To do this click on the link: ‘Edit Your Details’ and then in the password (white) box type your intended memorable password. Again retype the same password in the box below called aptly: ‘Re-Type Password’ – finally then click on the button called ‘Update’ and the following text will be displayed:
User details were successfully updated!
